This site has no underground storm drain; all runoff is collected via a turf swale and discharged to the adjacent
residential subdivision. We recommend a comprehensive drainage study for this site.  We also recommend consulting
with the school principal, school maintenance personnel, downstream residents, and other stakeholders to assess any
problems they might be aware of.

Several areas were noted where storm water is ponding against the building instead of draining away from it. 
Downspouts can be a significant source of water and should be piped underground where possible.  Grades adjacent
to the building should reworked to provide positive drainage away from the building.

Controlling the exposed soil and soil erosion will help keep mud out of the building and play equipment area.  If
vegetation is not established the District should consider long term erosion control measures.

Runoff across the playground is contributing to loss of mulch at the playground.

This site had many broad areas of poor turf establishment.  This can be a result of infertile topsoil, lack of periodic
aeration, improper watering, or high pedestrian traffic.  In some cases, these bare areas were adjacent to the building
and were contributing to undermining of the flatwork.

Several areas were noted where additional topsoil, fine grading and revegetation would help remove trip hazards, push
drainage away from the building reduce erosion, or make turf maintenance easier.  The soil should be tested,
amended to reduce the impact of compaction and aeriated periodically throughout the school year to maintain a hearty
stand of grass.  Aeration is the principal element to aid the irrigation in establishing and maintaining a healthy stand of
vegetation.  This includes watering and maintenance over the non-school months (at least the pedestrian high traffic
play areas).

Turf swales downstream of paved areas need to be re-cut to keep water from ponding on pavement and depositing
silt.

Concrete flumes are silted and are not allowing runoff to drain freely.
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
